instead turns away from anger and despite the inherent difficulties offers forgiveness Although Genesis frames its post
Edenic narratives with two contrasting outcomes of anger fratricide and forgiveness it avoids simplistic moral platitudes such
as demanding that its readers respond to being angry with someone by forgiving the person Genesis instead returns to the
theme of anger on many occasions presenting a multifaceted message about its ethical significance The text is quite realistic
about the difficulties that individuals face and the paradoxes presented by anger Genesis presents this emotion as a force
that naturally arises from one s moral sensitivities in response to the perception of wrongdoing At the same time the text
presents anger as a great threat to the moral life Genesis thus warns readers about the dangers of anger but it never
suggests that one can lead a life free from this emotion Instead it portrays many characters who are forced to deal with
anger presenting them with dilemmas that defy easy resolution Genesis invites readers to imagine ways of alleviating anger
